· All vehicles must comply with Schedule A and Group 4H of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.
· All drivers shall wear a safety helmet complying with Schedule D of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.
· All drives must wear suitable and appropriate footwear whilst completing.  NCR 141 (vii) – that is enclosed shoes
· A fire extinguisher of at least 900g capacity complying with Schedule H of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport must be fitted. 
· Where no windscreen is fitted, drivers must wear eye protection (goggles or a helmet with visor - to AS 1609-1981) in accordance with the NCR’s. 
· For open vehicles and specials, neck to wrist to ankle clothing must be worn.

· Fuel must be in accordance with Schedule G of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. 
· Roll over protection (roll cages) are not compulsory but are strongly recommended.
· Vehicles must be adequately muffled to comply with noise restrictions.

For rotary engines the nominal engine capacity will be calculated by the following formula: 1.8 times the volume determined by subtracting the minimum capacity of the working chamber/s from its/ their maximum capacity.
22.  PRIZES & TROPHIES:
Trophies will be awarded to 1st, 2nd and 3rd outright and

depending on the number of entries may be awarded to class winners.  Where there are
less than 3 competitors per class, the Director may elect not to award a trophy for that class.
Where a class winner is awarded an outright place award, the next competitor in that class will be awarded the class award.

Reason in accordance with NCR 59 of the current CAMS Manual of Motor Sport.
29.  Protests, if any, must be lodged in accordance with Part XII of the current NCRs.

30.   ALCOHOL, DRUGS AND OTHER SUBSTANCES
Any holder of a CAMS ‘Competition’ or ‘Officials’ licence (or equivalent licence issued by another ASN) may be tested for the presence of drugs (or other banned substances) and subject to a penalty(ies) for a breach in accordance with the CAMS Anti-Doping Policy and/or the CAMS Illicit Drugs in Sport (Safety Testing) Policy as published on the CAMS website. Consumption of alcohol in the paddock, pits or any section of the competition venue/course under the control of the Officials is forbidden until all competition is concluded each day. Accordingly, any holder of a CAMS ‘Competition’ or ‘Officials’ licence (or equivalent licence issued by another ASN) may also be tested for the presence of alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) in accordance with the CAMS Standard Operating Procedure for Breath Alcohol Testing.

LICENCES:  Drivers will require to have at the event, and MUST present to event

officials, a current CAMS Level 2NS/2NSJ Licence (or higher), vehicle log book (if issued), and a current CAMS affiliated club membership.

DRIVERS
No driver shall be under the age of 12 years.

Drivers 12 & 13 years of age must be accompanied by an experienced instructor, as approved by the Clerk of the course.

VEHICLES



It is highly recommended that vehicles be fitted with an approved roll cage
d) PASSENGERS:   An inexperienced driver (either junior or adult) may carry an experienced passanger,for the purpose of instruction and guidence under the following conditions:
i. A request is lodged with and approved by the Clerk of the Course

ii. Any instructor must be over 18 and hold a CAMS and civil driver’s licence.

iii. The suitability of the passanger or the experienced driver is at the discretion of the Clerk of the Course

iv. Each passenger shall complete the “Passenger in Vehicle Disclaimer Form” before any test

v. Only one passenger is permitted in the vehicle with the driver at any time during the test

vi. Times achieved by a junior driver with a passenger shall not be used as a basis for the application of penalties to other drivers

vii. Each passanger shall comply with the apparel and safety requirements for the competition during any attempt at a test

viii. Each driver and passanger will be required to display identification as determined by the Clerk of the Course

RESULTS: Results shall be determined by the lowest total of elapsed times of the courses completed, inclusive of penalties. Penalties shall be in accordance with Article 13 of the Khanacross Regulations. Preliminary results may be handed to all competitors on the day, after conclusion of the event.  Final results will be mailed, or e-mailed to each competitor. Competitor address or e-mail address will be taken from their entry form.
